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Abstract

Constitutional Court was initially established in 1997, in order to promote people’s rights
and to strengthen democratic regime. However, the role of the Court has introduced general

debates about many of its decisions, from the beginning until the coup d’état in 2015.

This research on “Judicialization of Politics and Thai Constitutional Court” aims to study
three important parts: first, a changing approach to judicial review power; second,
judicialization of politics in new democracies, namely India, Japan and South Korea; third,
judicialization of politics in Thailand which focus on concepts and Constitutional Court’s

decisions.

The finding of the study suggests that, from the end of the 20" century to the beginning
ofthe 21%, the concept of judicial review power has been expanding around the world especially
in new democratic countries. However, the role of judicial power has not always occurred
progressively. In Thailand, a concept of judicialization of politics was introduced into the
Constitution of 1997 and 2007, yet, the role of the Constitutional Court’s decisions has inclined
against the majoritarian institutes which created serious disputes and criticism. The

Constitutional Court should be re — designed so that it relates more to the society.
